Columbian Star to support early missions and promote the newly established Columbian

WHEREAS, Dr. William T. Neal 11 is the distinguished editor who oversees a circulation
of 60,000; and

WHEREAS, its present day content features state and national news, features about Christian

ministries and programs, editorials, teaching aids, and Christian arts and entertainment; and

WHEREAS, throughout its publishing history, the newspaper has remained firm to its

original purpose of spreading the cause of Christ and Christians.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE that the members of this body

recognize The Christian Index on the occasion of its 180th anniversary and commend it for

its many years of steadfast service.
