Scholarship that provides two or three years of study at the University of Oxford where he10

plans to pursue master's degrees in science and math as he aims for an academic career; and11

WHEREAS, he is an exceptional student at Georgia Institute of Technology where he will12

graduate with a master's degree in physics in May, is working on a defense contract involving13

radar, and hopes to eventually teach college physics; and14

WHEREAS, he has consistently demonstrated his academic ability and motivation, and his15

accomplishments, integrity, leadership, and commitment to public service make him an ideal16

candidate for this prestigious scholarship and a most deserving recipient.17

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES that18

the members of this body recognize and commend William B. Roper, Jr., on the distinction19

and honor of being named a Rhodes Scholar in 2001 and invite him to appear before this20

body at a time to be determined by the Speaker of the House to convey to him their heartiest21

congratulations and best wishes in his future pursuits.22
