WHEREAS, in 1951 a small group of Episcopalians, many from the Cathedral of St. Philip,
began meeting on the campus of Oglethorpe University in order to serve the growing

Northeast area of Metropolitan Atlanta; and

Martin in the Fields after the home parish in England of Georgia“s founder, General James

environment, the church established St. Martin"s Episcopal School in 1959, which now has

600 students from two-year olds through eighth grade; and

WHEREAS, St. Martin in the Fields Episcopal Church will be celebrating its 50th

anniversary on September 16, 2001.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE ITRESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES that
members of this body congratulate and commend the clergy, staff, and members of St.

Martin in the Fields Episcopal Church on the occasion of the church”s 50th anniversary and

Atlanta community.
