WHEREAS, so respected is he for his leadership that in 2002, then governor-elect Sonny19

Perdue appointed him to his transition team and later as interim chief financial officer;20

throughout his eight months of service to the Governor, Mr. Huckaby ably juggled his dual21

roles before returning full time to his duties at the University of Georgia; and22
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WHEREAS, Mr. Huckaby will retire June 30, 2006, bringing to a close an illustrious career;1
