WHEREAS, he is the founder of Haney's Harvest House, a nonprofit 40 acre retreat facility16

for young people that partners with churches and community groups to make a difference in17

WHEREAS, Mr. Haney's tremendous talents and unwavering commitment to helping his19

fellow man have earned him numerous accolades, including recognitions from the United20

States Sports Academy and the International Federation of Bodybuilding and the21

BellSouth/Coca-Cola Centennial Award for his work at Haney's Harvest House; and22
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WHEREAS, widely respected for his expertise on exercise and healthy living, Mr. Haney1

served as chair of the prestigious President's Council of Physical Fitness during the Clinton2

Administration; and3

WHEREAS, in recognition of his many impressive accomplishments, Mr. Haney recently4

received the 2006 Arnold Lifetime Achievement Award, which was presented to him on5

March 4, 2006, by California Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger at the 18th Annual Arnold6
