WHEREAS, Dr. Webb was the visionary and leader behind the movement to build a hospital13

in Effingham County, a vision completed in 1969 with the opening of the Effingham County14

Hospital; and15

WHEREAS, Dr. Webb dedicated more than 40 years of his life to treating the sick of16

Effingham County, and his mark on his community shall not soon fade; and17

WHEREAS, Dr. Webb passed away on December 28, 2005, leaving behind his wife of 5118

years, Willie, and his children Mary Lee and Darwin, as well as his two grandchildren, Ray19

Darwin and Victoria.20
