A RESOLUTION

Commending Mary K. Brittain, D.C.; and for other purposes.

WHEREAS, Mary K. Brittain, D.C. was born in Leeds, Alabama, a small town just outside

Birmingham, where she rode horses on the farm; and

WHEREAS, everyone who meets her understands why she is so widely recognized
throughout the Atlanta health care community and this state and why she is so well-loved;
