Service award in 2002, and the Big Sister / Big Brother Big Heart award in 2004; and

WHEREAS, she is lovingly married to U.S. Congressman Sanford D. Bishop, Jr., and has

been blessed with one daughter, Aayesha; and

WHEREAS, she has been selected to serve as the president of the Congressional Club, an
organization founded in 1908 dedicated to charity and to providing a nonpartisan setting for
friendships among the spouses of members of the House and Senate, making her the first

African American president of this historic organization; and

WHEREAS, as her talents, generosity, and leadership expertise have been recognized

throughout the nation, she has brought honor to the State of Georgia.
