WHEREAS, on November 1, 2005, Officer Buehler displayed  selfless courage and  heroism10

in responding to a deadly motor vehicle accident and, at great risk to his own life, saved the11

WHEREAS, at approximately 4:40 A.M., officers were dispatched to a horrific scene – two13

victims were trapped inside of an overturned, flame-wreathed vehicle on Interstate 75 South14

near Allgood Road Bridge; and15

WHEREAS, officers armed with a total of 11 fire extinguishers aided Officer Buehler  as he16

crawled into the capsized vehicle, cut the occupants' seat belts, and extricated them to safety17

as the vehicle literally exploded into flames; and18

WHEREAS, he unselfishly put his life on the line to save others and his unflinching resolve19

and dedicated service exemplify the highest ideals of public service, bringing honor to all20

who valiantly serve in law enforcement.21
