Presidents Nixon and Ford, and as a member of the Guyton City Council for 30 years; and18

and they are blessed with three children, four grandchildren, and six great-grandchildren; and20
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WHEREAS, Mr. Nease has taught Sunday school at Guyton United Methodist Church for1

more than 50 years, and he has been a member of the Masonic Order for more than 60 years;2

WHEREAS, he has been honored with the Effingham Chamber of Commerce Treutlen4

Award, an award named after John Adam Treutlen, the first elected governor of Georgia and5

a citizen of Effingham County; and 6
