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WHEREAS, last year, Bob was elected third Vice President of the Clayton County1

Democratic Party, and was proud to serve; and2

WHEREAS, Bob was a devoted family man who loved his wife with the passion of a3

newlywed, and he was a devoted father to Brandon and Brad; a proud grandfather to Elijah;4

a loving brother to Barbara; and a doting uncle to his niece, Jessica; and5

WHEREAS, in harmony with the words of Matthew 23:11, "He that is greatest among you6

shall be your servant," Bob led an exemplary life as a faithful community servant of Forest7
