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WHEREAS, he is the author of 18 books and over 160 articles and book chapters, he is
involved in numerous professional organization activities, he serves on various editorial

boards, and he provides reviews for numerous publications, books, and organizations; and

WHEREAS, he is a past president of the Southern Political Science Association and the

Georgia Political Science Association and a past chair of the Legislative Studies Group; and

WHEREAS, he has made numerous guest appearances on radio and television shows, has
provided consultation to congressmen, private companies, legislative committees, colleges,
law firms, and attorney generals, and he has done extensive litigation consulting, all while

being actively involved in teaching and serving the University of Georgia community.
