A RESOLUTION

Recognizing and commending the Association of Junior Leagues International (AJLI) and

its Georgia State Public Affairs Committee (SPAC); and for other purposes.

WHEREAS, the Association of Junior Leagues International (AJLI) is an organization of
women committed to promoting volunteerism, developing the potential of women, and

improving communities through the effective action and leadership of trained volunteers; and

WHEREAS, their purpose is exclusively educational and charitable, and they reach out to
women of all races, religions, and national origins who demonstrate an interest in and

commitment to volunteerism; and

WHEREAS, AJLI was formed in 1921 and provides continuity and support, guidance, and
leadership development opportunities to 294 Junior Leagues in the United States, Canada,

Mexico, and the United Kingdom; and

WHEREAS, through regional, national, and international meetings, comprehensive
resources, customized consultations, and league and member benefits, the Association adds

value to member leagues in their fulfillment of the Junior League mission; and

WHEREAS, the Georgia State Public Affairs Committee (SPAC) of the Junior League was
formed in 1971 and currently has active participation from the Junior Leagues of Atlanta,
Albany, Athens, Augusta, Cobb-Marietta, Columbus, DeKalb, Douglas, Gainesville-Hall,

Gwinnett-North Fulton, Macon, Savannah, and Douglas; and

WHEREAS, SPAC, as a unified coalition, encourages the various leagues to use their
resources individually, legislatively, and in coalition with other community groups on behalf
of children and families and that the Junior Leagues of Georgia will continue to explore new

avenues for effective advocacy on behalf of children so that every child in Georgia can have
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a reasonable opportunity to develop his or her full potential in becoming a healthy,

responsible adult; and

WHEREAS, the Gainesville-Hall County Junior League, the Junior League of Gwinnettand
North Fulton, the Junior League of Augusta, the Junior League of Cobb-Marietta, the Junior
League of Savannah, the Junior League of Albany, the Junior League of Athens, and the
Junior League of Atlanta all deserve honorable mention for their outstanding efforts to

promote volunteerism, thereby assisting thousands of people in their communities.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE that the members of this body
