WHEREAS, Sheriff Marshall Ashley Paulk has long been recognized by the citizens of this3

state for the vital role that he has played in community leadership and his deep personal4

commitment to public service and the State of Georgia; and5

WHEREAS, he was born in Valdosta, Georgia, and received his early education in the6

Valdosta School System and went on to attend Clemson University; and7

WHEREAS, he is a loving husband to his wife of 40 years, Ginger Schroer Paulk, and they8

are the proud parents of five children and 18 grandchildren, and members of the First Baptist9

Church of Valdosta; and10

WHEREAS, he has diligently and conscientiously devoted innumerable hours of his time,11
