board of DHIA and was recognized as the Soil Conservation Man of the Year and the13

Georgia Distinguished Cooperator; and14

WHEREAS, he has diligently and conscientiously devoted over 62 years to being a15

successful dairy farmer and an employee of the Georgia Department of Transportation; and16

WHEREAS, he is a devoted husband to his wife, Mary Elizabeth Morris, and a devoted17

father, grandfather, and great-grandfather; and18

WHEREAS, Mr. Youngblood has long been recognized by the citizens of this state for the19
