WHEREAS, People of Indian Origin (PIO) living in Georgia and the citizens of our state5

welcome opportunities to grow our relationship at all levels including cultural, academic,6

WHEREAS, Georgia is proud that Georgia based companies such as the Coca-Cola8

Company, United Parcel Service, Delta Air Lines, Inter-Continental Hotels, CNN, GE9

Energy, Scientific Atlanta (CISCO), and many other companies have operations in India; and10

WHEREAS, Georgia is proud that a growing number of Indian companies such as WIPRO,11

NIIT, Infosys Technologies, L & T Technology, Mahindra, Patni Computer Systems, Prabhat12

WHEREAS, Georgia is proud to be home to the Georgia Association of Physicians from6

India (GAPI), the Gandhi Foundation of USA (GFUSA), the Asian American Hotel Motel7

Owners Association (AAHOA), the Indian American Cultural Association (IACA), the8

Asian-American Chamber of Commerce (AACC), and the Georgian Indo American9

Chamber of Commerce; and10

WHEREAS, Atlanta and all of Georgia would be honored to be selected to serve as the home11

of the next Consulate General of India.12
