Director of Research Atlanta; and

WHEREAS, since 2000, Tom has been the Director of Comprehensive Planning for the
Atlanta Regional Commission where he singularly had the vision to create the Livable

Centers Initiative, a national award winning program that began the paradigm shift in the
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region toward building walkable and livable mixed use developments that integrate land use

and transportation planning; and

WHEREAS, Tom served on the United Way Board and helped to create the 411 program and
serves on the Piedmont Park Conservancy Board and various leadership positions at his

church; and

WHEREAS, Tom is a graduate of Leadership Atlanta, the Regional Leadership Institute, and
the Institute for Georgia Environmental Leadership and now conducts leadership workshops

for many leadership programs.
