Georgia, for 17 years; and4

WHEREAS, Mayor Boney served as a leader of the City of Leesburg in an exemplary5

manner with total and complete devotion to the City of Leesburg and its citizens; and6

WHEREAS, he prepared to serve as Mayor of Leesburg as a businessman, as a Marine Corps7

WHEREAS, Mayor Boney was a dedicated public servant striving daily for the betterment20

of Leesburg, Lee County, and its citizens to the extent that even illnesses could not deter him21

from continuing his labor of love for the people he represented as mayor; and22
