Principal and Instructional Assistant Principal at Lithonia High School; and15

winning the Georgia High School State Championships in the 200 meter dash, the 4x10017

meter relay, and the 4x200 meter relay in 1968 and 1969, being recognized as an18

All-American while at Tennessee State University from 1969 to 1973, and helping set an19

American record in the 4x200 meter relay at the Dogwood Relays with at Tennessee; and20

WHEREAS, currently Principal of Lithonia Middle School, Mrs. May's dedication to young21

people has been recognized with numerous honors and awards, including a Pillar of the22
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Community Award in Education from the City of Lithonia, Coach of the Year from DeKalb23

County, and Relay Coach of the Year at the Illinois State Meet in 1979; and24

WHEREAS, in recognition of her contributions to the students in this state, it is abundantly25

fitting and proper for this body to honor the extraordinary commitment and accomplishments26

of this outstanding individual.27
