WHEREAS, a member of the Mid-Michigan Ice, a professional softball team in Midland,
Michigan, Ms. Meyers began the sport of bobsled in 2007, making the national team in her

rookie season; and

WHEREAS, she won a bronze medal at the World Cup competition in 2008 with driver
Shauna Rohbock, a gold medal at the inaugural World Cup in Whistler, Canada, and a silver
medal at the 2009 FIBT World Championships in New York; and

WHEREAS, on January 16, 2010, this incredibly multi-talented athlete was named to the
United States Team for the 2010 Winter Olympics; and
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WHEREAS, representing the epitome of an American athlete, Ms. Meyers earned a bronze
medal at her first Olympic appearance in the bobsled competition on February 24, 2010,
bringing great pride to her family, friends, teammates, community, and the entire State of

Georgia.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE ITRESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES that
the members of this body commend American Olympian Elana Meyers on her incredible
