WHEREAS, as president and chief operating officer, Mr. Cathy travels to the chain's
growing family of restaurants to interact with Chick-fil-A's committed team of restaurant
operators and team managers and participates in the grand opening ceremonies for many new

locations; and

awards Chick-fil-A has recently received, including the restaurant's 16th Choice in Chains
Award from Restaurant & Institution magazine and a 22nd ranking in BusinessWeek and J.D.
