WHEREAS, he leaves behind loving family members, his devoted fiancée, and many friends14

who will forever cherish the memory of this honorable man; and15

WHEREAS, while in life he commanded the esteem of his fellow citizens, in his death we16

join our sympathies with the grief of his family and friends.17
