Il veterans to experience the Memorial; and
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WHEREAS, Honor Flight of Northwest Georgia is a program organized by volunteers in

Bartow County to pay tribute to World War Il veterans in the community; and

WHEREAS, this amazing organization provides World War Il veterans with a chance to visit
the World War Il Memorial which was completed in 2004, giving participants a unique

opportunity to pay their respects to their fellow soldiers; and

WHEREAS, Georgia's veterans of World War 1l embodied the spirit of service, willing to
