WHEREAS, a dedicated and hard-working public servant, Mr. Nobles currently stands as

the second longest serving sheriff in the United States and the longest serving sheriff in the

State of Georgia; and
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WHEREAS, Mr. Nobles has been united in love and marriage to Peggy D. Nobles for 50
years and the two are blessed with three loving and remarkable sons, five wonderful

grandchildren, and two beautiful great-grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Nobles is highly regarded by the citizens of his community and state and
by local government officials as a person of unquestioned integrity and dedication to the

sound principles of law enforcement; and

WHEREAS, it is abundantly fitting and proper that the members of this body show their
gratitude for the unique and courageous contributions of local law enforcement officers on

behalf of the citizens of this state.
