WHEREAS, Mrs. Pearson's passion extends to her work as a community activist, with active19

involvement is numerous philanthropic and charitable organizations throughout the years,20

including the Butler Street YMCA, Literacy Action, the Girl Scouts of Northwest Georgia,21

power and influence to make a difference in the community, and she was recognized as24
