the Second Squadron, Fourth Calvary, and the battalion intelligence officer and battalion15

adjutant officer of the 3-41 FA Squadron; and 16

WHEREAS, during his service to the military, Major McConnell has served in other17

capacities, such as headquarter battalion commander for the Pennsylvania  National Guard18

in Wilkes Barre and the Tennessee National Guard in Knoxville and the regimental fire19

support officer for the Tennessee National Guard; and20

WHEREAS, this distinguished and decorated serviceman has earned such honors as two21

Army Achievement Awards, two Army commendation Awards, an Overseas Service Ribbon,22

and an Army Service Ribbon; and23
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WHEREAS, Major McConnell is scheduled for a year-long deployment to Afghanistan24

where he will work in the Infantry Unit to train the Afghan Army; and25

WHEREAS, a resident of LaFayette, Georgia, Major McConnell is united in love and26

marriage to Cynthia M. McConnell and has been blessed with two wonderful children, Ryan27

and Catherine; and28

WHEREAS, Major McConnell embodies the spirit of service, willing to find meaning in29

something greater than himself and serving as a guardian of this nation's freedom, and it is30

abundantly fitting and proper that the outstanding accomplishments of this remarkable and31

distinguished American be recognized appropriately.32
