and diplomacy, his keen sense of vision, and his sensitivity to the needs of the citizens of this

state have earned him the respect and admiration of his colleagues and associates; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Hammonds has received numerous awards recognizing his exemplary
service, including the Presidential Rank Award for outstanding executive performance from
President Bill Clinton, and has served his community in many capacities, including as an
