WHEREAS, Corporal Curtis Wright is a Conservation Ranger with the Georgia Department
of Natural Resources who has dedicated 27 years of law enforcement service to the citizens

of Georgia and this nation; and

WHEREAS, Corporal Wright has had a long and exceptional career in the United States Air
Force and in law enforcement, serving others oftentimes with great risk and sacrifice to

rifle; and

WHEREAS, Corporal Wright used his years of training and experience to maintain calm and

assisted in his own rescue; and

WHEREAS, Corporal Wright embodies the spirit of service, willing to find meaning in
something greater than himself, and it is abundantly fitting and proper that the outstanding
accomplishments and bravery of this remarkable and distinguished American be recognized

appropriately.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE that the members of this body

commend Corporal Curtis Wright for his more than 27 years of sacrifice and honorable
service to the people of Georgia and extend sincere best wishes for success in future
endeavors.
