with the passing of Mrs. Carolyn Hanna Wetzel on February 15, 2009, when she lost her3

five-month battle with lung cancer; and 4

WHEREAS, an only child who grew up in rural South Georgia, Mrs. Wetzel graduated from5

Quincy High School and earned a bachelor's degree in nutrition from Florida State6

WHEREAS, after graduating from Florida State, Mrs. Wetzel spent two years in the United8

States Army as a dietitian and met Air Force Lieutenant Ray Wetzel on a blind date, and after9

just a two-month courtship, they were united in love and marriage and moved to10

Wethersfield Air Force Base in England; and 11

WHEREAS, Mr. Wetzel's career in the service took the couple from England to Colorado,12

Hawaii, and back to Georgia, and along the way they were blessed with two remarkable and13

loving children, John and Sarah; and 14

WHEREAS, after returning to school to earn her master's degree in nutrition, Mrs. Wetzel15

began her career in public health, earning the reputation as one of the most effective16

advocates for women's and children's health issues in Georgia; and 17

WHEREAS, Mrs. Wetzel worked for many years in the WIC program, a nutritional program18

for poor women, infants, and children, ultimately becoming the Director of the East DeKalb19

Health Center; and 20
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WHEREAS, a caring and generous woman, Mrs. Wetzel was an active member for the board21

of Healthy Mothers Healthy Babies, an organization that has been instrumental in ensuring22

that all of Georgia's children receive adequate health care; and 23

WHEREAS, she was a person of magnanimous strengths with an unimpeachable reputation24

for integrity, intelligence, fairness, and kindness and, by the example she made of her life,25

she made this world a better place in which to live.26
