WHEREAS, upon his return to the United States after the war, Mr. Smith worked as a pipe15

insulator, a trade he thrived in for the next 33 years; and 16

WHEREAS, in 1947, Mr. Smith married Nora H. Smith, and during their ten-year marriage,17

the couple was blessed with three sons, Russell, Daniel, and Terry, all of whom have18

followed in their proud father's footsteps, serving their country in uniform; and 19

WHEREAS, Mr. Smith married the late Polly E. Smith in 1963 and became the stepfather20

of three remarkable boys, Dean, Mike, and Keith; and 21
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WHEREAS, a devoted family man, Mr. Smith enjoys spending his free time with his sons22

and their families, including his ten grandchildren and seven great-grandchildren; and 23

WHEREAS, he is a person of magnanimous strengths with an unimpeachable reputation for24

integrity, intelligence, fairness, and kindness, and by the example he has made of his life and25

the great service he has given to this country, he makes this world a better place in which to26

live, and it is only fitting and proper that he be appropriately recognized during this very27

special and memorable time of his life.28
