WHEREAS, Reverend Dr. Sherry Gaither serves in ministry with her husband, Senior Pastor2

WHEREAS, before answering the call to full-time ministry, Dr. Gaither held several16

positions in marketing and management, traveling extensively across the country; and17

WHEREAS, Dr. Gaither has served on the staff of Beulah Heights University as a professor18

in leadership since 1991, and is the founder of Empowerment Network International, a19

multi-media organization that influences both the religious and the corporate worlds with20

biblical leadership principles; and21
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WHEREAS, her practical, solid strategies have helped thousands transform their lives and22

in 2007, Dr. Gaither launched a thought-provoking reality talk show, Empowering Your Life;23

WHEREAS, Dr. Gaither's recent publication, Promoting Leaders - Who Know How To25

Serve, was based on her desire to challenge the current methods used to identify potential26

leaders and calls for rewarding leaders based on their ability to serve; and27

WHEREAS, her outstanding work has been recognized with her nomination into the28

Leadership DeKalb program, recognition as a Dynamic Woman in Ministry from the Gospel29

Heritage Foundation, a 2008 Women's Leadership and Empowerment Award, and she has30

been honored by the Sisters in the Spirit Tour.31
