Recognizing and commending Captain Steve Edwards on the occasion of his retirement; and

for other purposes.

WHEREAS, Captain Steve Edwards is highly regarded by the citizens of his community and
state and by local government officials as a person of unquestioned integrity and dedication

to the sound principles of law enforcement; and

WHEREAS, Captain Edwards served as a guardian of this nation's freedom and liberty for
23 years in the United States Navy; and

WHEREAS, Captain Edwards has exhibited extraordinary devotion to duty, outstanding

loyalty, fine leadership, meticulous attention to detail in all his duties, and an unbelievable
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work ethic, and his efficient and effective commitment to excellence has been continually

recognized by his peers; and

WHEREAS, although his daily presence on the force will be missed, Captain Edwards leaves

behind a legacy which will inspire future generations of officers; and

WHEREAS, Captain Edwards plans to enjoy his retirement by spending more time with his
wife, Sharyn; their children, Gina, Steven, and Stephen, Jr.; and their grandchildren, Lexis,

Cody, Tyler, and Justin; and

WHEREAS, Captain Edwards has served with valor and compassion and stands as a true
champion for the citizens of Georgia, guided by the best interests of the people, and it is

abundantly fitting and proper that he be appropriately recognized.
