WHEREAS, currently, there are more than 2,100 licensed psychologists across the State of16

WHEREAS, on Wednesday, February 3, 2010, the Georgia Psychological Association will18

be presenting "Psychology for Healthier Georgia," a mind/body health fair at the state19

WHEREAS, many psychologists and psychology trainees will be at the state capitol on that21

date to interact with legislators, staff, and the public.22
