A RESOLUTION

Recognizing and commending the DeKalb Section of the National Council of Negro WWomen

on the occasion of their 20th year Founder's Day celebration; and for other purposes.

WHEREAS, the National Council of Negro Women (NCNW) was founded by renowned
educator Mary McLeod Bethune on December 5, 1935; and

WHEREAS, the NCNW has carried on the vision of its founder striving to fulfill her
enduring legacy by sponsoring community programs and projects which focus on education,
economics, hunger, homelessness, health issues, teenage pregnancy, political awareness, and

leadership; and

WHEREAS, the southeastern region of NCNW coordinates national projects and supports
the activities of ten Georgia sections which include Spelman College; the cities of Atlanta,
Augusta, Columbus, and Savannah; the Counties of Camden, Clayton, and DeKalb; and
