WHEREAS, being the older brother of 14 siblings, the father of six children, the grandfather
of 13, and the great-grandfather of 11, he was able to be involved in his church and act as a

role model in his community; and

WHEREAS, in 1967, he became a deputy sheriff in the Thomas County Sheriff's Office; and
in 1977 he became Chief Deputy, a post he has held for the past 33 years, becoming the
longest serving Chief Deputy in the State of Georgia.

service to the people of this great state.
