coordinator of the senior citizens program, and attends Gospel Tabernacle Church; and14

Atlanta Association of Black Journalists; the Atlanta Junior League; American Women in19

Radio and Television; the Atlanta Press Club; the National Academy of Television Arts and20

Sciences; the Screen Actors Guild; and the American Federation of Television and Radio21
