NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AND ENACTED BY THE GENERAL20

ASSEMBLY OF GEORGIA that the interchange at Interstate 575 and Ridgewalk Parkway21

in the City of Woodstock is dedicated as the William G. Long Interchange at Ridgewalk22

Parkway.23
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Department of Transportation is authorized and24

directed to erect and maintain appropriate signs dedicating the William G. Long Interchange25

at Ridgewalk Parkway.26
