WHEREAS, he served in the Georgia State Senate from 1971 to 1975, was an administrator
for the United States Veterans Administration from 1977 to 1981, was Georgia's Secretary
of State from 1982 to 1996, and was elected to the U.S. Senate in 1996 where he served one

America and the State of Georgia; and

WHEREAS, Senator Cleland continues to give inspiration to many through his high ideals,
morals, and sense of service, and his resolute courage and strength of will and spirit is a

model for all Georgians and Americans; and
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WHEREAS, his significant organizational and leadership talents, his remarkable patience
and diplomacy, his keen sense of vision, his underlying loyalty and lasting friendship, and
his sensitivity to the needs of the citizens of this state have earned him the respect and

admiration of his colleagues and associates; and
