Honoring the life of Mr. K.S. "Bubba" Nobles, Jr., and dedicating a bridge in his memory;1

and for other purposes.2

WHEREAS, the State of Georgia lost one of its finest citizens and with the passing of Mr.3

K.S. "Bubba" Nobles, Jr.; and 4

WHEREAS, a native of Twiggs County, Georgia, Mr. Nobles was a lifelong farmer and5

known around town as an unofficial veterinarian, often called upon by neighbors to help birth6

livestock or assist sick or injured animals; and 7

WHEREAS, Mr. Nobles also served as a county school bus driver for many years and ran8

a barber shop at night and on weekends, which was known as a great gathering place for 309

years; and 10

WHEREAS, he was united in love and marriage to Lois T. Nobles for 60 wonderful years11

and was the beloved father of nine remarkable children; and 12

WHEREAS, a leader of his community, Mr. Nobles worked on campaigns of many local13

candidates, served on the Georgia Eighth Congressional District Advisory Council, was on14

the Board of Trustees at Twiggs Academy, and served as president of the Democratic Party15

of Twiggs County for a number of years; and 16

WHEREAS, it is abundantly fitting and proper that the extraordinary accomplishments of17

this distinguished Georgian be recognized with the naming of a bridge in his honor.  18

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AND ENACTED BY THE GENERAL19

ASSEMBLY OF GEORGIA that the bridge on Ga. 358 over Interstate 16 in Twiggs County20

is dedicated as the K.S. "Bubba" Nobles, Jr., Memorial Bridge.21
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Department of Transportation is authorized and22

directed to erect and maintain appropriate signs dedicating the K.S. "Bubba" Nobles, Jr.,23

Memorial Bridge.  24
