WHEREAS, Maddux, along with Tom Glavine and John Smoltz, pitched for over a decade

as the core of one of the best pitching staffs in the history of the game; and

WHEREAS, due to his outstanding career in baseball, Greg Maddux has been elected to the
Baseball Hall of Fame and will be inducted on July 27, 2014; and

WHEREAS, it is only fitting that Greg Maddox be commended for his fantastic

accomplishments.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE ITRESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES that

the members of this body commend Greg Maddux and his contributions to baseball,
recognize him for his induction into the Baseball Hall of Fame, and invite him to be
