WHEREAS, Commissioner Buice went on to serve four consecutive terms for a total of 16
years of service on the Gwinnett County Board of Commissioners and to date, holds the

record of longest-serving Gwinnett County commissioner; and

WHEREAS, throughout his career, Commissioner Buice helped to lay the foundation for
Gwinnett's success, and his hard work as a commissioner contributed to Gwinnett's

reputation of being a great place to live, work, and play; and

WHEREAS, Commissioner Buice's significant organizational and leadership talents, his
