WHEREAS, he was a sharecropper, carpenter, and a machinist, and he was the proud father9

of nine children, 21 grandchildren, 31 great-grandchildren, and nine great-great10

grandchildren; and11

WHEREAS, he was a community activist, was involved in both religious and civic arenas,12

and received many accolades; and13

WHEREAS, he was a member of the Effingham County hospital board for 11 years14

(1987-1998), was a lifetime member and treasurer of the NAACP Effingham County15

Chapter, was an executive of the first district of the Pilgrim Missionary Baptist Churches16

Association, was grand marshall in one of the Martin Luther King, Jr., parades in Effingham17

County, served as a Deacon of the Oak Grove Baptist Church for 75 years (including serving18

as chairman and chairman emeritus until his death), and was instrumental in having19

Effingham County divided into election districts; and20

WHEREAS, while in life Mr. Eason commanded the esteem of his fellow Georgians, in his21

death we mingle our sympathies with the grief of his family, friends, and fellow citizens.22
