Commending the DeKalb School of the Arts upon being named an Advanced Placement1

Honors School; and for other purposes.2

WHEREAS, State School Superintendent Richard Woods named 609 Advanced Placement3

Honors schools, including the DeKalb School of the Arts; and4

WHEREAS, the DeKalb School of the Arts was named an AP Challenge School, AP Access5

and Support School, and AP Merit School; and6

WHEREAS, AP Challenge schools are schools with enrollments of 900 or fewer students7

who take tests in four of the core areas of English, math, science, and social studies; and8

WHEREAS, AP Access and Support Schools are schools where at least 30 percent of their9

AP exams are taken by students who identify themselves as African American or Hispanic10

and 30 percent of all AP exams earn scores of 3 or higher; and11

WHEREAS, AP Merit Schools are schools where at least 20 percent of the student12

population take AP exams and at least 50 percent of all AP exams earn scores of 3 or higher;13

and14

WHEREAS, the AP teachers at the DeKalb School of the Arts have contributed greatly to15

the education and welfare of young people, and it is abundantly fitting and proper for this16

body to honor the extraordinary accomplishments and academic achievements of this school17

and its AP teachers.18

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES that19

the members of this body commend the DeKalb School of the Arts upon being named an20

Advanced Placement Honors School.21
