Georgia Farm Bureau's national headquarters by fighting for, and winning, the installation13

of satellite communication for his office, and thanks to his leadership, the Polk County Farm14

Bureau now has more than 1,800 members; and15

WHEREAS, during his presidency, Mr. Casey has developed local political forums for16

candidates to learn more about agricultural issues in Polk County and around this state, has17

established "farm days" for school children in order to educate and inspire future farmers,18

and has advocated tirelessly for Georgia agriculture; and19

WHEREAS, it is abundantly fitting and proper that the outstanding accomplishments of this20

remarkable and distinguished Georgian be appropriately recognized.21
