WHEREAS, their biggest hit song, "Soul Man," won them a Grammy award and has been
recognized as one of the most influential songs of the past 50 years by the Grammy Hall of

Fame, Rock and Roll Hall of Fame, and Rolling Stone magazine; and

WHEREAS, Sam & Dave were inducted into the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame, the Grammy

Hall of Fame, and the VVocal Group Hall of Fame; and

WHEREAS, as their recorded albums brought them plenty of success, their live
performances were also revered as one of the greatest live acts of the 1960 and that "nobody

steams up a place like Sam & Dave"; and
WHEREAS, along with his years with Sam & Dave, Sam Moore has found great success in
asolo career with hisalbum "Overnight Sensational™ and his single "Rainy Night in Georgia"

with Conway Twitty; and

WHEREAS, Sam Moore as a solo artist and as part of Sam & Dave, shaped the landscape

of music, defined the genre of soul, and influenced many of the musicians we know today.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE that the members of this body
commend Sam Moore for his incredible devotion to soul music and recognize his acceptance

of the 2015 Performer Award and induction into the Georgia Music Hall of Fame.
