WHEREAS, Ms. Savoie's life was tragically cut short on October 21, 2022, when her vehicle
was struck at the intersection of GA 16 and High Falls Road and England Chapel Road near

Jackson, Georgia, by a driver who ran a stop sign; and
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WHEREAS, although the loss of this smart, energetic, and beautiful soul can never be filled,
her death called attention to the other numerous accidents at the intersection where her
vehicle was struck and resulted in plans to convert the intersection into a safer roundabout,

likely saving the lives of other motorists; and

WHEREAS, a compassionate and generous woman, Ms. Abigail Savoie will long be
remembered for her love of family, friendship, and community and will be missed by all who

had the great fortune of knowing her.
