The bill 
further would require facilities that perform abortions to perform an ultrasound of the unborn child and provide women seek-
ing abortions the opportunity to see the ultrasound.   
The bill also would require DHR to create a form indicating that opportunity to see the ultrasound was available.  Violation of 
the act would be punished as a misdemeanor.

The bill would only allow for an early discharge 
upon a motion by the court.  The court may shorten its order for commitment under certain circumstances.

Further provides for penalties for violations 
of said code section.
