- The intent of this legislation is to extend one of the provisions of the “Metropolitan Atlanta Rapid Transit Authority Act of
1965” until June 30, 2016. The provision allows the interest income from certain reserve funds to be used for the funding of
operating costs. The proceeds of the tax levied may be used to fulfill these obligations as long as the amount does not
exceed 50% of the annual proceeds from January 1, 2002 until July 1, 2006. The following fiscal year will permit a maximum
of 55% of the proceeds used for funding. The 50% cap will resume on July 1, 2007 and remain as such until July 1, 2032.
Additionally, until June 30, 2016, operating costs of the system may be paid by the interest earned through other capital
assets if expressly approved by the Board.

This
does not prevent a central office administrator, superintendent or local school administrator from changing the grade
provided that the person responsible for the change must be indicated on the student’s record. Finally, no classroom teacher
may be dismissed due to a disagreement stemming from disputes over grades.
