A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

To amend Article 6 of Chapter 23 of Title 47 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated,1

relating to salary, retirement, death, and disability benefits under the Georgia Judicial2

Retirement System, so as to provide that the board of trustees shall have the authority to3

determine the time and circumstances of paying benefits to the extent necessary to preserve4

the retirement system's status as a qualified plan under federal law; to provide that a5

prohibition against a person receiving a pension from accepting public employment shall6

apply to persons who become members on or after July 1, 2014, without regard to age; to7

require notice to the board of trustees of such employment; to provide for penalties; to repeal8

conflicting laws; and for other purposes.9

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF GEORGIA:10

SECTION 1.11

Article 6 of Chapter 23 of Title 47 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to12

salary, retirement, death, and disability benefits under the Georgia Judicial Retirement13

System, is amended in Code Section 47-23-102, relating to vesting and benefits upon14

retirement, by designating the existing portion of such Code section as subsection (a) and by15

adding a new subsection to read as follows:16

"(b)  The board is authorized to provide by rule or regulation for the payment of benefits17

to members or beneficiaries of the retirement system at a time and under circumstances not18

provided for in this chapter to the extent that such payment is required to maintain the19

retirement system as a qualified retirement plan for the purposes of federal income tax laws20

and regulations."21

SECTION 2.22

Said article is further amended by revising Code Section 47-23-109, relating to cessation of23

retirement allowance for resuming state service, as follows:24
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"47-23-109.25

(a)  Except as provided in subsection (b) of this Code section, if any retired member who26

has not yet reached normal retirement age returns to the service of the state in any position,27

including, without limitation, service directly or indirectly as or for an independent28

contractor, except as a member of the General Assembly, his or her retirement allowance29

shall cease.  Upon cessation of such service, the retired member, after proper notification30

to the board, shall receive the same retirement allowance which he or she was receiving31

prior to returning to state service, calculated with any increases granted during the period32

of compensation.33

(b)  The retirement allowance of a retired member who has reached normal retirement age34

and who returns to the service of the state in any position, including, without limitation,35

service directly or indirectly as or for an independent contractor, other than as a member36

of the General Assembly shall not cease, provided that such member performs no more37

than 1,040 hours of such service in any calendar year."38

SECTION 3.39

All laws and parts of laws in conflict with this Act are repealed.40
