and received their Pioneer Award in 2005; she has been a delegate to the 2000, 2004, and20

2008 National Conventions; in 2000, she was selected by CNN as the delegate that most21
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represented grassroots in America; and she has served as the Georgia coordinator for the22

2004 National Convention; and 23

WHEREAS, other awards and distinctions include being selected by Georgia Trend24

Magazine as one of the "100 Most Influential Georgians," being named to the 2012 James25

Magazine "Most Influential" list, being honored by the Republican National Convention in26

2009 as a "Woman of Achievement," and being identified by Campaigns & Elections27

Magazine as one of their top ten "Republican Georgia Influencers"; and 28

WHEREAS, she lives in Marietta, Georgia, with her son, Edward, and she is a member of29

John Knox's Presbyterian Church; and 30

WHEREAS, it is abundantly fitting and proper that the outstanding accomplishments of this31

remarkable individual be appropriately recognized.
